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Investment Portfolios

There are currently five separate investment reserves maintained to support the goals of the District, along with reserves held in Local Agency Investment
Fund (LAIF) and the restricted Pension Trust and Recycled Water State Revolving Fund (SRF) Reserves. Annual contributions are made in accordance with
the Board approved budget and periodically evaluated. The Vehicle & Equipment Reserve account was closed in January 2025. The reserve was moved to
LAIF in FY 2025-26.

The Operating Reserve target is set at six months of collection operating expenses, based on the approved fiscal year budget. The reserves are replenished
when funds are received through the tax roll, the first payment for fiscal year 2025-26 will be received in December 2025. Funds are also held in the Capital
Project Reserve, where $20 million for long-term liabilities were transferred in fiscal year 2023-24, to earn increased yields.

The Treatment Plant Reserve target balance was set to cover Silicon Valley Clean Water (SVCW) capital needs and avoid incurring addition debt. In July
2024, $2 million was transferred from the Treatment Plant Reserve's available cash to provide funds for the $3,356,334 to SVCW for cash in lieu of additional
debt due in FY 2024-25.

Subject: Discussion and Direction on the Proposed Recycled Water Code
and Set a Public Hearing to Adopt the Code

Background

The West Bay Sanitary District Bayfront Recycled Water Project (also known as the
“Project”) is the planned construction of a water supply project that will deliver recycled
water produced by the District at the Bayfront Recycled Water Facility located at the Flow
Equalization and Resource Recovery Facility (FERFF). Recycled water will be conveyed
from the recycled water treatment facility to a series of storage tanks and a distribution
system for irrigation purposes, commercial, industrial, multifamily, and mixed use, and
any approved means.

As a water purveyor, Menlo Park Municipal Water (MPMW) is required to provide
recycled water to potential users within its service area boundary. If requests from
customers within the MPMW service area boundary for recycled water cannot be met
within a reasonable timeframe, MPMW can delegate the requests to a recycled water
producer. Pursuant to State law, the City of Menlo Park is required to adopt a recycled
water ordinance designating areas within the MPMW service area that can, or may in the
future, utilize recycled water, and establish rules and regulations governing the use and
distribution of recycled water. The District and the City have been working to develop
ordinances prior to the completion of the recycled water facilities.

It is mutually important to the District and the City that a Recycled Water Code be
adopted by the West Bay Sanitary District Board. The code will allow the District to
mandate recycled water use where appropriate and support the City’s green and
sustainable building requirements. Including the City’s efforts in promoting water
efficiency and resiliency, requiring dual plumbing systems for reuse, as well as limitations
on single-pass cooling systems.

Analysis

Under California Water Code §13580, et seq., the Water Recycling Act of 1991
(Recycling Act) requires that water purveyors, such as MPMW, identify potential
uses for recycled water and potential recycled water customers within their
service areas. As part of this requirement, and to help offset potential future
shortfalls in water supply, MPMW evaluated the feasibility of developing a
recycled water program as part of the Water System Master Plan (WSMP), which
was adopted in 2018. The WSMP identified potential areas that could be served
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with recycled water and the feasibility of acquiring recycled water from the cities of
Redwood City, Palo Alto, and the West Bay Sanitary District.

The District and the City entered into an agreement to designate the District as
the recycled water purveyor in the Bayfront area. The District began construction
on a new recycled water facility in August of 2024, at the site of the retired Menlo
Park Wastewater Treatment Plant. The treatment plant was retired in 1981,
respectively. The new Bayfront Recycled Water Facility is scheduled to be
completed by early 2027.

Staff will lead the discussion regarding the proposed “Regulation Adding New Article X

“‘Recycled Water” to the Code of General Regulations” and ask the Board to set a Public
Hearing to adopt the proposed code.

Fiscal Impact
There is no direct fiscal impact in reviewing the draft recycled water code.

Recommendation

The General Manager recommends the Board provide direction on the draft recycled
water code and set a Public Hearing date on January 28, 2026, to add Article X “Recycled
Water” to the Code of General Regulations.

SECTION 1001 — Definitions and Introductory Provisions.

(01) Statement of Policy.

A. It is the policy of the District that where available within the District’s service
area, and provided its use is economically justified, financially and technically feasible,
and consistent with legal requirements, preservation of public health, safety and welfare,

and the environment, recycled water shall be used for non-potable uses pursuant to
Section 13550 of the California Water Code.

B. Pursuant to California Health and Safety Code Section 6512, the District may
acquire, plan, construct, reconstruct, alter, enlarge, lay renew, replace, maintain and
operate water recycling and distribution systems both inside and outside District
boundaries, as the Board deems necessary, subject to the requirements of the San Mateo
County Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCo), contractual and other applicable
legal requirements and State policy requirements.

C. It is the policy of the District that, to protect the health and safety of citizens, and
the function of infrastructure and treatment systems, no recycled water be used from
onsite systems without permission of the District.

D. Resolution XXXX(2021), and Resolution XXX (2016) established Recycled
Water Use Zones within the District, consisting of those areas to be designated for such
recycled water service by the pertinent Local Agency Formation Commission pursuant to
the Cortese-Knox-Hertzberg Local Government Reorganization Act of 2000
(Government Code Section 56000 et seq.)

E. The environmental impacts of certain size development projects within the
Recycled Water Use Zones have been examined in depth by the City of Menlo Park
(“Menlo Park™) , and for each such development project, Menlo Park has adopted
mitigation measures that require the use of recycled water for landscape irrigation and
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other allowable non-potable uses on certain land use types to reduce the respective
environmental impacts of the project under consideration. Accordingly, Menlo Park has
approved those development projects on the condition that recycled water is used for
landscape irrigation and other allowable non-potable uses.

F. The District has planned for, and made a commitment to, the provision of
recycled water for approved uses within its Recycled Water Use Zones and has certified a
final CEQA (California Environmental Quality Act) and approved a project that includes
the service of recycled water within the District’s Recycled Water Use Zones.

G. The District has prepared Recycled Water Use Guidelines and a Recycled Water
Section of the Standard Specifications and Drawings (Standards) which comprise a
compilation of the criteria by which the planning, design, construction, operation,
maintenance and use of recycled water are administered by the District.

H. All areas designated in Figure 2-9 of the West Bay Sanitary District’s FINAL
ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT REPORT (SCH#202005041)Flow Equalization &
Resource Recovery Facility Levee Improvements & Bayfront Recycled Water Facility
Project (APRIL 2021) and the Memorandum of Understanding between the District and
the City of Menlo Park for the Sharon Heights Golf & Country Club Recycled Water
Facility [cite LAFCO approved service area for SHGCC Recycled Water Project] shall
be, and hereby are, included within the Recycled Water Use Zone of the District, which
zone is hereby established.

(02) Definitions.
Unless the context specifically indicates otherwise, the following terms and phrases, as
used in this title, shall have the meanings designated in this section:

A. “Commercial Property” means any building for office,-e+-commercial, or mixed
uses with water requirements which include, but are not limited to, landscape irrigation,
cooling, toilets, urinals and decorative fountains.

B. "Cross-connection" means an interconnection between a potable water supply and
a non-potable source (including recycled water) via any actual or potential
connection.any-physical-connecton-betweenanypartofa-watersystemt intended

C. "Customer" means the property owner, tenant or truck hauler, or agents thereof,
having authority to enter into a recycled water contract or use permit. A customer must
have the authority to direct those using recycled water on the subject property. In cases
where the District wholesales water to retail water purveyors, the customer is the retail
water purveyor.

D. "Customer service meter" means the meter owned by the District used to measure
recycled water delivered to customers’ facilities.

General Regulation No. 3
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E. "Delivery facilities" means facilities used to deliver recycled water to individual
properties, including pipelines, meters, valves, meter boxes or vaults and other
appurtenances, from the District's recycled water main to the point of connection.

F. "Distribution facilities" means all District recycled water pipelines and fixed
equipment, including but not limited to pipelines, pumping stations, manholes,
connections, reservoirs, sampling points, meters, related appurtenances, and all
modifications, repairs and replacements thereto, beginning at the wastewater treatment
plant and ending at each customer point of connection or at each termination of District-
owned recycled water pipeline.

G. "District" means the West Bay Sanitary District.

H. "Incidental runoff" means the release of small amounts of runoff from such
sources as recycled water use areas, overspray of recycled water from sprinklers, or
runoff of rainwater from areas irrigated with recycled water or from decorative or storage
ponds filled with recycled water, particularly during storm events.

L "Point of connection" means the upstream side of the valve on the customer's side
of the customer service meter.

J. "Recycled water" means water which, as a result of treatment of wastewater
compliant with Title 22, is suitable for a direct beneficial use or controlled use as defined
in California Water Code Sections 13050(n) and 13500, et seq.

K. “Recycled Water Distribution System” means a system of transmission and
distribution pipelines, pump stations, storage reservoirs and minor appurtenant facilities
intended for the delivery of recycled water only and which is separate from any potable
water distribution system. The Recycled Water Distribution System is owned, operated
and maintained by the District.

L. "Recycled water contract" means written agreement, other than recycled water use
permit, entered into by District and customer which sets forth the conditions for provision
of recycled water to customer and may be used in place of a recycled water permit where
special circumstances may require contractual provisions in addition to or different from
those typically provided for in a recycled water use permit.

M. "Recycled water use permit" means the permit typically used by the District to
authorize use of recycled water by a customer, which document shall set forth the basic
terms for delivery and use of recycled water by customer.

N. "Recycled water requirements" means those requirements for delivery and use of
recycled water, as set forth in (1) the permit or contract; (2) the general water reuse
requirements of the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board Order No.
96-011 including any amending or superseding requirements; (3) Department-of Health
ServieesState Water Resources Control Board, Division of Drinking Water reuse
requirements contained in 22 California Code of Regulations Sections 60301-60355, and
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amending or superseding provisions; and (4) such other laws, regulations, agreement,
orders, guidelines and standards relative to the use of recycled water during the entire
time that recycled water is delivered to customer.

0. "Recycled Water Site Supervisor" means a qualified person, designated by a
recycled water customer and approved by the District, who is knowledgeable in the
construction and operation of applicable on-site recycled water facilities and/or irrigation
systems, and in the application of the guidelines, criteria, standards, rules and regulations
for recycled water.

P. “Recycled Water Zones” means areas which have been established as recycled
water service areas by West Bay Sanitary District. “Recycled Water Use Zone(s)” means
a defined area with boundaries within the District’s jurisdiction in which Recycled Water
is intended to be available and used by-nen-residential customers when available. Two
Zones have been identified to date, the Sharon Heights Recycled Water Use Zone and the
Bayfront Recycled Water Use Zone.

Q. "Treatment facilities" means those facilities which produce disinfected tertiary
compliant with Title 22 recycled water.

R. “State Water Board” means State Water Resources Control Board

(03) Ownership.

The District is the sole owner of the distribution facilities, and of equipment, supplies,
warranties, rights-of-way, encroachment permits, and licenses that are acquired for the
distribution facilities. Customer service meters shall be owned by the District. All
facilities on the customer side of the point of connection shall be owned, operated and
maintained by the recycled water customer.

SECTION 1002 . Provisions Concerning Acceptance and Use of Recycled Water.

(01) Recycled Water Guidelines.

The General Manager shall adopt guidelines or standards setting forth specific criteria for
use of recycled water by customers. These guidelines and standards along with other
recycled water requirements must be satisfied before recycled water may be supplied to a
customer. A customer shall demonstrate to the District that such requirements can be met
prior to delivery of recycled water to the customer.

(02)  Responsibilities of Customers.

It shall be the responsibility of the customer to comply with all of the provisions of
recycled water requirements during the entire time that recycled water is delivered to the
customer. Any omissions or acts by the District or its agents shall not relieve the customer
of responsibility to comply with the recycled water requirements. Without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, customers shall comply with the following requirements:

General Regulation No. 5
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A. Customers must have available at all times for inspection by the Regional Water
Quality Control Board (RWQCB), the District or its agents, or state or county health
officials a copy of the current recycled water use permit issued by the District.

B. Customers must comply with all requirements contained in recycled water use
permits issued to customers by the District.

C. Customers must design and construct customer owned recycled water facilities in
accordance with District approved standards, must maintain such facilities in good
working order and must operate such facilities in a mannerasmanner to achieve
compliance with all requirements applicable to use of recycled water.

D. Each recycled water customer shall designate an on-site Recycled Water Site
Supervisor who shall then be responsible on behalf of the customer for recycled water
use, implementing and complying with requirements of the Recycled Water Use
Guidelines and recycled water use permits and other permits, monitoring the recycled
water use area, operating and maintaining the customer owned recycled water facilities,
preventing cross-connections, and performing all other functions relative to customer use
of recycled water. The Recycled Water Site Supervisor shall participate in all required
testing of cross-connections and backflow prevention devices. The Recycled Water Site
Supervisor shall be trained in the use of recycled water and be responsible for informing
persons to whom customers have delegated the responsibility for applying recycled water
of the requirements of the legal uses of recycled water. The customer shall immediately
notify the District when there is a change in the customer's Recycled Water Site
Supervisor. The customer shall not transfer responsibility of the Recycled Water Site
Supervisor until the new designee has received appropriate training on the proper use of
recycled water by the District.

E. Site Supervisor for each cCustomers shall provide employee training in order to
assure proper operation of recycled water facilities, worker protection, and compliance
with applicable requirements for the use of recycled water.

F. Site Supervisor for each c€ustomers shall assure that all above-ground
equipment, including pumps, piping, storage reservoirs, valves, etc., which may at any
time contain recycled water shall be adequately and clearly identified with appropriate
notification signs, tags and/or stickers and shall make necessary provisions to inform the
public that recycled water is being used for non-potable purposes.

G. During periods of recycled water use, the Customer-or-Site Supervisor for each
customer shall inspect the recycled water site at least once a month and promptly record
and correct any of the following types of deficiencies, if noted during any inspection:

1. Evidence of runoff of recycled water from the site over and above incidental runoff
that does not meet RWQCB guidelines and regulations;

2. Odor of wastewater origin from the recycled water site;
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3. Evidence of excessive ponding of recycled water, and/or evidence of mosquitoes
breeding within the usage area due to ponded water;

4. Signage that is absent or inadequate to inform the public of the use of recycled water,
which is not to be consumed by humans;

5. Evidence of leaks or breaks in the recycled water system pipelines or tubing;

6. Evidence of plugged, broken, or otherwise faulty drip irrigation system emitters, spray
irrigation sprinklers or other parts of the recycled water distribution system; and

7. Evidence of overflows, leaks, erosion of dykes, etc., of recycled water storage ponds or
impoundments. Based on these inspections, customers may be required to submit regular
written reports to the District. The content and frequency of such reports shall be
determined and modified by District staff, at its discretion.

H. Customers' recycled water site supervisors or designees shall also participate in
annual site inspections of recycled water use site(s) with District staff.

L. Customers shall comply with all regulatory requirements regarding the
menttering-and-minimization of incidental runoff.

J. In the event any rule, provision or criteria set forth in this section conflicts with or
is inconsistent with any state regulation, the more stringent rule, provision or criteria shall

apply.

K. Customers of the District having a permit for recycled water use shall ensure that
it is used exclusively on the parcel for which such use is permitted, and are prohibited
from selling or furnishing recycled water to any user outside of the parcel(s) for which
they have a recycled water use permit issued by the District.

(03)  Failure to Comply.

Failure to comply with the District’s Code of General Regulations and other laws,
regulations, agreements, permits, orders, guidelines and/or standards relative to the use of
recycled water may result in termination of recycled water service and/or imposition of
remedies as provided elsewhere in this code and/or as may be prescribed by regulatory
and health authorities. In addition, the District may charge a fee as referenced in the
District’s Master Fee schedule (if applicable) to a customer that does not submit a timely
report to the District as required by Section 1002 (02)(G)(7), or Section 1004 (09), or that
uses recycled water in any manner that is contrary to the District Code or any other laws,
regulations, agreements, permits, orders, guidelines and/or standards relative to the use of
recycled water. The foregoing service termination and fee remedies shall not prevent the
District from seeking such damages and/or other remedies as may be available to the
District under applicable laws.
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SECTION 1003 Mandatory Use of Recycled Water and Regulations Governing
Such Use.

(01) Mandatory Use of Recycled Water.

1. It is the policy of the District that recycled water determined to be available
pursuant to Section 13550 of the California Water Code shall be used for non-potable
irrigation uses within the designated Recycled Water Use Zones wherever there is not an
alternative higher or better use for the recycled water, its use is economically justified,
financially and technically feasible, and consistent with legal requirements, preservation
of public health, safety and welfare, and the environment.

2. Accordingly, unless otherwise provided hereunder, all rewdevelopment within
the Recycled Water Use Zone equal to or exceeding ( ) square feet of gross
floor area shall be required to use recycled water for appropriate landscape irrigation, and
all new-development within the Recycled Water Use Zones equal to or exceeding

( ) square feet of gross floor area shall, in addition, be required to
use recycled water for all other appropriate non-potable uses approved by the Regional
Water Quality Control Board, the District, and pursuant the applicable local land use
jurisdiction ordinance. Planning, design and construction in such new development shall
incorporate recycled water facilities in conformity with District Standards, and such
facilities shall be connected to and use District recycled water services. The District's
determination of appropriate landscape irrigation uses shall be based on Standards and/or
requirements for water of unrestricted use quality contained in Title 22 of the California
Code of Regulations, as said provisions may from time to time be amended, and
applicable requirements of the State Water Quality Control Board and Division of
Drinking Water for recycled water distribution operations.

3. Pursuant to and in compliance with appropriate local land use jurisdiction
ordinance, all new nen-residential-commercial, mixed use, or multi-family buildings shall
be dual plumbed for the internal use of recycled water.

4. New development within the Recycled Water Use Zones which the General
Manager or his or her designee determines meets at least one of the following criteria,
shall be exempt from the requirements of this Ordinance:

a. Residential development that will not contain landscape areas owned in common
requiring irrigation.

b. Development of single-family, detached residences for which no homeowners' or
similar association or entity will have responsibility for irrigation system maintenance
and operations.

c. Development of single-family, detached residences for which a homeowners' or
similar association or entity will have responsibility for irrigation and maintenance
operations, but only for individual parcels corresponding to each single-family detached
residence ownership.
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d. Development for which recycled water service is determined by the General
Manager or his or her designee not to be economical or reasonable because of its distance
from available or planned recycled water sources; and/or because irrigation and other
demands within such development are very slight relative to overall water demands;
and/or inadequate recycled water supply is available to serve the demand.

5. Existing potable water customers within the Recycled Water Use Zone shall be
exempt from the requirements of this Ordinance provided, however, that any customer
who received either a potable water connection or a construction permit (or both)
containing conditions requiring use of recycled water or construction of recycled water
facilities when recycled water becomes available shall not be exempt.

6. Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed to prohibit any existing customer
from voluntarily applying for recycled water service. The District shall have the right to
deny such application if the General Manager or his or her designee determines that such
recycled water service would not be feasible because of its distance from available or
planned recycled water sources; and/or because anticipated irrigation demands served
through that connection would be very slight relative to overall water demands; and/or
because inadequate recycled water supply is available to serve the demand.

7. Procedures following determination

a. Each applicant or customer shall be notified in writing of any determination made
under the preceding paragraphs (3, 4 or 5) and of the basis therefor. The notice, including
any proposed conditions and time schedule for compliance, and, if applicable, a recycled
water permit application, shall be sent to the applicant or customer by certified mail. The
determination shall be final if the applicant or customer does not file a written notice of
appeal within thirty (30) days after receipt of the notice of determination.

b. The applicant or customer may file a written notice of appeal with the General
Manager within thirty (30) days after any notice of determination to comply is delivered
or mailed to the applicant or customer, and may request the Board to reconsider the
determination or to modify the proposed conditions or schedule for conversion. The
notice of appeal must specify each ground of the appeal. The Board will act on the appeal
after reviewing the record of the General Manager’s determination and the written notice
of appeal, and such other information that the Board believes is necessary to review the
General Manager’s determination.

c. Any challenge to a decision of the Board pursuant to subparagraph b, above, shall
be filed within ninety (90) days of the date such decision is rendered in accordance with
California Code of Civil Procedure section 1094.6.
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(03) Rules and Regulations Governing Use of Recycled Water.

1. Purpose. These rules and regulations establish the requirements for the planning,
design, construction, operation, and maintenance of customer-owned recycled water
systems in compliance with District Standards and the requirements of other regulatory
agencies, including the California State Water Quality Control Board (SWQCB) Division
of Drinking Water (DDW), and San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board
(RWQCB).

2. Recycled Water Use Guidelines. The General Manager shall prepare, maintain
and update from time to time the Recycled Water Use Guidelines to implement these
rules and regulations and to establish requirements and standards for the planning, design,
construction, operation, and maintenance of customer-owned recycled water systems.
Compliance with the Recycled Water Use Guidelines is a requirement of these rules and
regulations. In the event of any conflicts between the Recycled Water Use Guidelines and
these rules and regulations, these rules and regulations shall prevail.

3. Need for Site Approval. Each recycled water use site must be reviewed and
approved by the RWQEBDepartment of Drinking Water.

4. Local Land Use Authorities. Compliance with these rules and regulations will not
excuse any requirements for approvals from local land use authorities, which may include
the submission of plans for the project to city or county departments, agencies, or
districts, that have the authority to issue permits and requirements such as: plumbing,
permits, building requirements, and planning criteria.

5. Protection of Public Health. Notwithstanding compliance with these rules and
regulations, the District reserves the right to take any action necessary with respect to the
operation of a customer's recycled water system to safeguard the public health. If at any
time during construction or operation of the recycled water system, real or potential
hazards are evidenced, such as cross connections with the potable system, improper
tagging, signing, or marking, or unapproved/prohibited uses, the District reserves the
right and has the authority to terminate immediately, without notice, recycled water
service in the interest of protecting the public health.

6. Recycled Water Use Permit. The California Regional Water Quality Control
Board requires that the District establish permitting, tracking, record keeping, monitoring,
and inspection procedures for all water recycling. The Recycled Water Use Permit and
referenced documents serve as this permit. The Recycled Water Use Permit constitutes
permission for the customer to use recycled water in conformance with all District
Standards, Codes, Ordinances, policies and these guidelines including any special site-
specific requirements that maybe identified. A standard form Recycled Water Use Permit
and required referenced documents shall be included in the Recycled Water Use
Guidelines.

7. Recycled Water Systems Application Process. Applicant for recycled water
service shall prepare and submit a general Application for Services that includes a
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Recycled Water Service - Application/Supplemental Information in the form defined in
the Recycled Water Use Guidelines.

8. General Design Requirements. To assure the protection of the public and those
operating and maintaining the recycled water irrigation system, design of the customer-
owned recycled water irrigation facilities is required to meet standards established by the
California State Water Quality Control Board, and the District. The General Manager
shall prepare, maintain and periodically update the District Standards.

0. Design & Construction of Recycled Water Systems. Applicant, shall prepare and
submit the construction plans for the required District-owned facilities and the customer-
owned facilities in compliance with the requirements set forth in the Recycled Water Use
Guidelines, the District Standards and the Local land use jurisdiction Standards. Upon
approval of the design by the General Manager, the applicant shall obtain all required
permits and construct the recycled water facilities, subject to inspection by the City,
County and the District, and shall arrange for testing of backflow prevention devices,
testing for cross connections, and coverage testing, all in compliance with the
requirements set forth in the Recycled Water Use Guidelines.

10. Emergency Procedures. In case of a major earthquake, flood, fire, tornado,
structural failure, or other incident, which could likely damage the recycled or potable
water systems, the customer, through the On-site Supervisor, shall comply with
emergency procedures' requirements of the Recycled Water Use Guidelines.

11.  Emergency Cross Connection Response Plan. In the event that a backflow
incident or cross connection is suspected or occurs, the customer shall immediately
implement the procedures set forth in the emergency cross-connection response plan of
the Recycled Water Use Guidelines.

SECTION 1004. Provisions Concerning Recycled Water Service.

(01)  Pressure and flow.

The District shall endeavor to provide continuous and adequate flows for all District
recycled water customers, and shall endeavor to deliver recycled water at a pressure of
between forty (40) psi and seventy-five (75) psi, measured at the recycled water
customer's point of connection. In accepting recycled water, recycled water customers are
deemed to have accepted all conditions of pressure and flow. If the available service
pressure is higher than the customer can accept, the customer shall be responsible for
providing a pressure-reducing valve downstream of the point of connection. If available
pressure is lower than what the customer needs, the customer shall be responsible for
providing a booster pump downstream of the point of connection. Any pumping of
recycled water requires the prior written approval of the District.
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(02) Allocation of recycled water in the event of a shortage or mandated reduction.

A. If the General Manager determines that the quantity of recycled water available at any
time is, or is expected to be, less than the total demand, and such shortage is expected to
be of a duration of less than thirty calendar days, the General Manager may prescribe and
enforce rules governing allocation and use of recycled water. The General Manager shall
notify the Board of any shortages as soon as practical. The Board may formalize
restrictions and prohibitions on the use of recycled water in times of shortage or
mandated reduction.

B. The following guidelines shall be applicable to allocation of supply during shortages,
in descending order of priority:

1. No service shall be extended to new customers until the shortage no longer exists;

2. Service to customers that have entered into an agreement with the District
granting priority recycled water service shall take precedence over service to those who
do not have contractual priority rights.

3. Service to -commercial and non-irrigation customers shall take precedence over
service to irrigation-only customers.

(03) Recycled water quality.

A. Recycled water supplied for any use shall at all times satisfy the applicable water
quality requirements of the Regional Water Quality Control Board, and Division of
Drinking Water.

B. In accepting recycled water, customers are deemed to have accepted the water quality
conditions described herein. The District shall bear no responsibility for failure to supply
water of a higher quality than described herein.

(04)  Protection of recycled water system.

A. No recycled water customer shall create conditions that result in damage to or reduced
life of the District's distribution facilities, or impairment of water quality in the district's
system. The District may require the customer to install reliable protective devices
including, but not limited to, surge tanks, bypass or feeder tanks, pressure relief valves,
and backflow preventers, at the expense of the customer.

B. Operation and inspection of all of the District's treatment and distribution facilities, up
to and including the customer's service meter, shall be under the management and control
of the District. No persons except authorized employees, agents, or contractors of the
District shall have the right to enter upon, inspect, operate, adjust, change, alter, move, or
relocate any portion of the foregoing or any of the District's property.
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(05) Liability.

The District and its officers, agents, or employees shall not be liable for damages
resulting from the control, transportation, handling, use, disposal, or distribution of
recycled water supplied by the District to a customer, after such water has been delivered
to the point of connection of such customer, or in the case of delivery to customers who
are water purveyors or truck haulers, after such water has left the District's distribution
facilities. Customers shall reimburse the District for costs of repair to the District's
distribution facilities and other damages resulting from the operations of the customer.

(06) Application for recycled water service.

Each potential customer desiring recycled water service shall make application therefor
in a form and manner prescribed by the District. If the District determines customer has
or can meet all regulatory requirements, recycled water permit or contract conditions, and
recycled water can be delivered to a site in a technical and financially feasible manner, a
permit or contract for recycled water use may be issued to a customer. A customer may
only use recycled water service pursuant to a validly issued District recycled water permit
or contract.

(07)  Recycled water use permit.

The Board determines and finds that the issuance of a recycled water use permit and
related activities pursuant to the provisions of this title are ministerial acts.

(08) Unauthorized use of water.

A. No person shall use recycled water from any service, blow-off valve, air relief
valve, or any other District distribution facility without first applying for service and
receiving a recycled water use permit from the District. Unauthorized use of water shall
be subject to whatever penalties or charges may be imposed by the District pursuant to
applicable ordinances, resolutions, or other laws, and to whatever additional recourse
may be sought by health and/or regulatory authorities. Additionally, the District may seek
recovery of damages, including loss of revenue, as prescribed by law.

B. No person, other than the authorized agents, employees or contractors of the
District shall turn on water or operate the shut-off valves at the customer service meters
or any other distribution facilities. A fee outlined in the District’s Master Fee Schedule or
actual cost of damage, whichever is greater, may be charged to any customer who causes
or allows the customer service meter shut-oft valve or distribution facilities to be
operated by unauthorized persons.

(09) Reporting requirements.

It shall be the responsibility of the customer to notify the District as soon as possible, but
within no later than twenty-four hours, of any unauthorized use or discharge of recycled
water. Additionally, the customer shall report to the District and other appropriate entities,
as required by law, violations of recycled water requirements that impact or threaten to
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impact public health or water quality within twenty-four hours, followed by a written
report describing corrective action taken within ten days.

(10)  Obligation to pay for water delivered.

A. It shall be the obligation of the customer to pay for all recycled water delivered to
any customer point of connection, or to the customer, in the case of delivery to customers
who are water purveyors or truck haulers. The District shall bill the customer for all
water so delivered, and the customer shall pay the District for all such water so delivered
at the rate or rates and within the period established periodically by the District.

B. The District’s recycled water rates will be based on a monthly fixed rate and a
variable per gallon rate and will include costs for treatment and distribution, operation
and maintenance, deliveryy-meter fee (based on size of meter), and share of capital
replacement reserves.

(11)  Connection Fees and Capacity Charges.

Prior to approval for a recycled water permit and connection to the District’s recycled
water distribution system the customer must submit the connection and capacity fees
established by the District Board pursuant to the District’s Code of General Regulations.

Connection and Capacity Fees will include the appropriate share of costs of the
Treatment Facility, common distribution system, tanks and pumping facilities and meter
installation costs.

(12)  Customer delivery facilities and meters.

A. The size of the customer service meter shall be subject to approval by the District.
The District shall install a customer service meter and meter box or vault and other
appropriate delivery facilities if a District recycled water distribution system main is
reasonably available (within 260-500 feet) to and adjacent to the applicant's property. The
District in its sole discretion may determine that the cost of providing service for a
particular property is too expensive to warrant installation of such facilities.

B. The District may install a main extension if a District recycled water distribution
main is not reasonably available to or adjacent to the applicant's property, on the request
of the applicant. The District will evaluate the cost of the main extension, the expected
payback of costs from recycled water sales and other issues and will determine in its sole
discretion whether to install a main extension at District expense. The decision of the
District, as to whether a main extension is installed shall be final.

C. The District shall evaluate the impact of customer requested changes of location
and/or size of the delivery facilities upon the distribution facilities, and upon the District's
ability to supply recycled water in accordance with all health and regulatory authority
requirements. The District may determine in its sole discretion to change the location
and/or size of the delivery facilities and shall charge the customer the actual cost thereof.
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D. The District may remove or abandon any delivery facilities through which no
water has legally passed during the preceding twenty-four month period. The customer
may request that delivery facilities be left in place, and the District may impose a charge
to cover the cost of continued meter reading and maintenance. If the delivery facilities are
removed and application is subsequently made for delivery facilities of the same or
different size, the procedures and charges therefor shall be as established by the District.

E. Delivery facilities shall be located in the public right-of-way, or in an easement
granted to the District.

(13)  Obstruction of recycled water facilities prohibited.

No person shall place upon or about any valve box, manhole, blowoff, air relief valve,
meter, meter box or vault, or any distribution or delivery facilities or appurtenances, any
object, materials, debris, or structure of any kind so as to prevent free access to same at
all times.

(14) Meter reading.

Customer service meters shall be read by the District on a regular basis, usually monthly.
Special meter readings may be taken because of change of customer, changes of meter or
meter size, or at other times as determined necessary by the District. The District shall
estimate the quantity of recycled water used in whatever manner it considers most
appropriate if a meter cannot be read or in the event that a meter has not registered or has
registered incorrectly.

(15) Testing meters.

A. Any customer may demand that the customer service meter be examined and
tested by the District for the purpose of ascertaining whether it is registering correctly, if
the customer believes the meter is over-registering the amount of recycled water being
delivered. If on such examination and test the customer service meter shall be found to
over-register recycled water by three percent or more, an adjustment of the recycled
water bill shall be made to the customer by the district. No adjustment shall be made for
any period more than six months preceding the date of the meter test.

B. The customer service meter may be examined and tested by the District for the
purpose of ascertaining whether or not it is registering correctly, if the District believes
the customer service meter is under-registering the amount of recycled water being
delivered. If on such examination and test the customer service meter shall be found to
under- or over-register recycled water by three percent or more an adjustment of the
recycled water bill shall be made to the customer by the District. No adjustment shall be
made for any period more than six months preceding the date of the meter test.

(16) - Billing and collection for water deliveries.

A. The District shall bill customers for recycled water deliveries to the customer
points of connection, or to the customer, in the case of deliveries to customers who are
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water purveyors or truck haulers. Billings for recycled water shall be due and payable
within thirty days. Billings shall become delinquent if not paid within the thirtieth day.
The District shall not be required to provide notice of delinquency.

B. If any customer directly served by the District shall be delinquent in the payment
for recycled water delivered by the District, the District may assess a penalty charge of
one and one-half percent for each thirty days of delinquency or part thereof.

C. If any customer served directly by the District is delinquent for more than thirty
days, such delinquency may be reported by the General Manager to the District Board of
Directors. The General Manager, or his/her designee at his/her discretion and upon such
conditions as it may be prescribed, after giving the customer reasonable notice and an
opportunity to be heard, may order the termination of recycled water service.

(17)  Suspension or termination of service.

A. Whenever the General Manager determines maintenance of the District's
treatment and/or distribution facilities requires suspension of delivery of recycled water
at any point or points of connection or at any other location, such delivery in
nonemergency situations may be suspended without liability on the part of the District
upon provision of three days notice or as practicable. The District will attempt to
schedule interruptions of service at such days and times as will provide the least
inconvenience to the customer.

B. The General Manager may order the suspension or termination of recycled water
deliveries to any customer when any of the following conditions occur:

1. In the judgment of the General Manager, the customer has failed to satisty all
requirements of the District Code or regulations or has in any way endangered the public
health and safety or the safety and integrity of the distribution facilities, or has violated a
Regional Water Quality Control Board Order, a recycled water use permit, any Division
of Drinking Water reuse criteria, or any law, regulation, agreement, order, permit,
guideline or standard relative to recycled water; or

2. When so ordered by health or regulatory authorities having jurisdiction; or

3. When the District is unable to deliver properly and adequately treated recycled
water; or

4. When the requirements of the Division of Drinking Water reuse criteria, and any

amending or superseding provisions related to the quality of recycled water are not being
met; or

5. If the Regional Water Quality Control Board or other authority changes the
requirements for treating or delivering recycled water to a level the District determines it
cannot reasonably meet or cannot reasonably meet without costly additional treatment
making continued delivery impractical.
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(18) Access to customer site.

All recycled water customers shall permit or cause to be permitted the District or its
agents, the Regional Water Quality Control Board Division of Drinking Water, the San
Mateo County Health Services Department, the Menlo Park Municipal Water District,
Cal Water Services District and other entities with jurisdiction over recycled water or
public health, access to the site where recycled water provided by the District is used or
where records relative to recycled water use are kept for the purposes of: (A) inspection,
testing and repair of facilities, equipment, practices or operations regulated pursuant to
the RWQCB's general water reuse requirements, and any amending or superseding
provisions the District Code and other laws; and (B) sampling or monitoring to assure
compliance with the general water reuse requirements, and any amending or superseding
provisions, the District Code and other laws. In addition, customers shall supply access to
or copies of records relative to recycled water use to representatives of the above named
entities on request.

SECTION 1005 Recycled Water Rates, Fees and Charges.

(01) Recycled water rates.

Rates for recycled water service within the District provided pursuant to a recycled water
permit shall be established, and may be amended or revised periodically, by ordinance
and set forth in Article IX “Fees, Rates and Charges.” Rates for recycled water service
provided pursuant to a contract shall be fixed by its terms.

(02) Reimbursement charge to recover retrofit financing.

A. The District and customer may enter into an agreement wherein the District pays
the actual cost of retrofit improvements and recovers the cost thereof, plus accrued
interest, through the imposition of a reimbursement charge added to the regular District
recycled water billings to the customer, if such retrofit improvements are necessary to
enable a customer to safely and legally use recycled water. Reimbursement charges shall
be added by the District to the customer recycled water billings.

B. In determining whether or not to enter into a retrofit financing agreement, the
District shall consider such factors as the estimated present and future quantities of
recycled water use, estimated cost of the necessary retrofit improvements, and estimated
interest rates. The District may require, as part of the retrofit financing agreement, a
minimum purchase amount of recycled water on an annual basis. The determination of
whether to enter into a retrofit financing agreement shall be at the sole discretion of the
District.

C. The General Manager may enter into a retrofit financing agreement when it is
found that the reimbursement charge will recover retrofit costs, plus accrued interest,
within a period of no more than fifteen years.
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D. Interest rates to be charged by the District shall generally reflect the prevailing
local agency investment fund rate plus one percent at the time the retrofit financing
agreement is signed.

E. Payment of reimbursement charges shall be subject to the same terms and
conditions as payment of recycled water billings.

(03) Recycled Water Connection Fees and Capacity Charges

All new connections to the District’s recycled water services shall be subject to those
connection fees and capacity charges established in Article IX, Section .

Section 2. Articles X through XIII renumbered. Articles X “ENFORCEMENT”
through XIII “CODE OF REGULATIONS IN FORCE” are hereby renumbered as
Articles XI through XIV, respectively, and all references to those Articles or Sections

therein throughout this Code of General Regulations are hereby renumbered accordingly.

Section 3. Publication, Effective Date. This regulation shall be entered into the
minutes upon adoption and the regulation or a summary thereof shall be published once
in a newspaper of general circulation published in the District, and shall take effect one
week after such publication, in accordance with Health & Safety Code section 6490.

a. SVCW staff reported two to three agencies who are part of the JPA could exceed their
allowed flow based on their expected future growth. The JPA will be under review to
address this and other issues.

There were several ADUs added to the system
without the District’'s approval. Staff is developing a plan to review the additional ADUs
and collect appropriate fees and sewer service charge rates. The Finance Committee will
be involved prior to bringing the plan to the full Board.

2) Finance:
a. The Finance Committee met to review the Financial Audit for FY24/25. The committee
posed questions and provided input on the audit. Staff and the auditor will adjust the
Financial Audit and will bring it to the full Board on December 10, 2025.

3) Capital Improvement Program (CIP):

a. Levee Improvement Project:

i. The Board will consider issuing an easement to PG&E to underground the
powerlines in front of the Bayfront Recycled Water Facility.

b. Repair Project:
i. EPS Inc. will replace the two syphons on Middlefield Road. A pre-construction

Background

The Board approved the current Salary Schedule, on June 11, 2025, based on the
adopted MOU between the District and Teamsters Local 350. The MOU is for a five-
year term, ending June 30, 2030.

Analysis

The resolution establishing the rates of pay within the salary schedule includes certain
compensation provisions including retention pay for selected unrepresented staff. The
retention pay allows for up to 1.5% increases added to base salaries. Recently, the
Public Employee Retirement System (PERs) advised the District that it would not add
the retention pay wages to the base salaries. In order to avoid issues in the future the
District would be better served if it eliminated the retention pay from the related
compensation. In order not to penalize those receiving retention pay the base salaries
have been adjusted 1.5%. See attached resolution.

Fiscal Impact
There is no fiscal impact.

Recommendation

The General Manager recommends the Board adopt the attached Resolution ending the
Retention Pay and adding up to 1.5% to positions currently eligible for retention pay.

Subject:  Authorize the General Manager to Enter into Amendment One
for Engineering Design and Construction Support Services with
Freyer & Laureta, Inc. (F&L) for the Laurel Avenue-Hwy 101
Crossing Improvements Project No. 1773.0 for $314,603 with up
to 10% Contingency

Background

On September 24, 2025, the Board of Directors approved Task 1 and 2 of F&L’s
proposal for Engineering Design and Construction Support Services for the Laurel
Avenue-Hwy 101 Crossing Improvements. The Board directed the staff to come back
with an amendment to F&L’s agreement with a revised proposal to design a new gravity
pipeline crossing Highway 101 instead of a new sewer pump station. The project will
replace the existing 6” sewer pipeline inside the existing storm drainpipe crossing
Highway 101 to the other side of Laurel Avenue, on the opposite side of the freeway.
The 6” sewer pipeline was installed 25 years ago as a temporary fix at the time. This
storm drain line is still active and the District should correct this situation to prevent any
future spills.

Analysis

This proposal updates a previous approval for a new pump station at the end of Laurel
Avenue. The proposal is to design a new gravity pipeline crossing Highway 101 at
Laurel Avenue. Budgets for Tasks 1 and 2 have been approved by the Board, and this
proposal includes additional budget required for Tasks 3 and 4.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Crawford & Associates, Inc. (Crawford) understands the West Bay Sanitary District (WBSD) plans
to install a new sewer crossing of State Route 101 (SR 101) in line with Laurel Avenue using a
pilot tube-guided auger boring. The length of crossing is approximately 300 feet long and the
invert on each side is assumed to be less than 15 feet; the pipe or auger diameters are unknown.

Based on nearby geotechnical information, we expect the subsurface materials to be stiff to very
stiff clay with still silt layers. Groundwater is expected to be 10 to 20 feet deep.

This scope is based on the available geotechnical and geologic information and the approach to
subsurface exploration from the memorandum.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Task 1: Project Management, Site Visit, Field Preparation, and Permits

Activities include:
¢ Project management throughout the scope duration;
o Meet with the design team to review the crossing concepts and discuss the project
design needs, goals, and schedule;
e Confirm access and mark our exploration locations for USA North 811;
